	Predictions: Scientists will find a vaccine for Covid-19.

	Decisions made at the moment of speaking:
‘I’ll give you a hand with your homework’.

	For things that are certain, e.g. after think or hope:
I think we’ll be back to work in a month’s time.

	BE GOING TO: be going to + infinitive

	Predictions based on present evidence:
It’s getting really cloudy. It’s going to rain soon.

	Intentions and ambitions:
We’re going to have a party as soon as this awful quarantine ends.

	PRESENT CONTINUOUS AS FUTURE

	Plans, saying where or when they will take place:
We’re not meeting at Sumadd this evening because we have been asked to stay in.

	PRESENT SIMPLE AS FUTURE

	Timetables and future dates:
The train leaves at 5 pm.


*BOUND TO + INFINITIVE (to say that something is almost certain to happen in the future)
